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 The following is a report from the CARICOM Operational Support Team (COST) that was deployed to Dominica in  

       support of National Emergency Operations Center (NEOC). 

 The NEOC was activated on September 12, 2018 and remain activated with the support of the three (3) members of the    

      COST. Based on the reports from the NEOC in Dominica, minimal damages were reported. The incident is categorised                

      as a Level 1, which means no external assistance is required. 

 19 shelters were opened with a total of 344 shelterees. 

 The NEOC at the Office of Disaster management (ODM) continues to undertake Initial Damage Assessments (IDA) and  

      monitor the situation on the ground. 

The CDEMA CU will stand down the operations of the Regional Coordination Center (RCC) and deactivate the Regional 

Response Mechanism (RRM) as of 2:00pm today Friday September 14, 2018. The CDEMA CU will continue to monitor the
